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WHO ARE THE CHILDREN IN REVERSE
INCLUSION?

A Reverse Inclusion classroom has a
maximum of 16 students, 8 of which are 3/4
year olds with disabilities. The remaining
students are typically developing 3 year olds
who serve as role models for the students
with disabilities. Students with disabilities are
placed in Reverse Inclusion classrooms
according to their Individualized Education
Plan (IEP). Typically developing peers must
apply for the program and be selected as a
peer role model.

WHO CAN SERVE AS A ROLE MODEL?

Residents of Portsmouth and children of
Portsmouth Public Schools employees who
will be 3 years old by September 30" can
apply to serve as role models.
